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PRINTER RIBBONS 
- Louie Levy -

,--' 
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What kind of printer ribbons are 
the best to use? We have all 
asked ourselves this question and 
have come up with many answers. 
When I have asked others, I get 
several different answers: •1 buy 
the generics as they are cheaper"; 
"I only buy brand-name ribbons"; 
"I always buy the best because 
they last lonqer"; •1 only buy one 
at a time as I don't want the• to 
get old and brittl-e." Perhaps, if 
we have a better understanding of 
the characteristics of different 
types of printer ribbons, we will 
all be better consumers. 

FABRIC RIBBONS: These are the most 
collllllOnly used ribbons for 
printers. Nearly all are made 
from nylon and most either loop 
around or can be rewound for 
repeated usage. Many of thea have 
the capacity to be "reinked", but 
many people find this to be, at 
best, somewhat messy after a few 
times. By the time -the ribbon 
needs to be reinked, most are also 
pretty well worn. 

CORRECTABLE RIBBONS: These type 
ribbons are lllOstly used in 
electric typewriters. The mylar 
film is coated with dry ink and 
can be "lifted off" with 
correction tape as the ink isn't 
actually absorbed by the paper. 
They produce a quality image on 
the paper, but are designed to be 
used only once. The ribbon 
advances one character for each 
impression. 

... 
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MULTI-STRIKE RIBBONS: Much like 
the correctable ribbon in that 
most have a mylar base. This 
ribbon, like the name implies, 
allows overstriking without blank 
spots. The ink of this ribbon 
spreads over the previously struck 
portion, and as the ribbon only 
advances a very small amount, 
allows many more impressions -than 
either of the other types of 
ribbons. Because of the spreading 
of the ink and little movement, 
multi-strike ribbons allow a much 
higher utilization of the ribbon 
surface. When used in electronic 
or electric typewriters, 
correction tape covers the ink 
rather than lifting it off the 
paper, While on the one hand being 
the most costly, aulti-strike 
ribbons are the most econo■ical 
due to their prolonged usage. 

When buying ribbons, it ls 
important to purchase from dealers 
with a fa·irly high volume to 
insure that you are getting 
ribbons that are of recent 
manufacture. Age and heat do much 
to change the characteristics of 
printer ribbons. Also, remember 
many ri-bbons are interchangable; 
that is, they will fit other 
brands or models of printer. It 
is to your advantage to find out 
what other printer ribbons fit 
your machine. The ribbon my uses 
fits six other brands and 35 other 
models, yet the present box of 
ribbons I aa using only specifies 
one make. When you compare 
prices, be sure to note the length 
of the ribbon to insure you are 
getting the best value. While 
bargains can be found in dealer 
close-outs and flea markets, these 
are not the best sources for 
printer ribbons.

WORDPERPECT ON THE PCjr 
- John King, San Francisco PCjr 

Users Group Newsle-tter, Feb.87 -

WORDPBRFECT 4.1 and 4.2 are 
powerful, expenstve · ($225, 
discounted price) word processing 
programa. If you need to use one 
of these, you'll find that they 
work extremely well, on a single 
disk drive PCjr as long as you 
have at least 512K of RAH. 

Fortunately, WORDPBRPECT has an 
option which allows the whole 
program to be loaded into memory. 
If you copy the other files needed 
by WORDPBRFECT to a ramd-!sk, the 
program disk can then be removed 
and ls not needed again during the 
session. The disk drtve is then 
available for a data disk, the 
Speller disk, or the Thesaurus 
disk. 

You will need to create a ramdisk 
and copy these files to it: 

WPFONT.FIL 
WPP-R ItffZR··. P't-L 
(WP)SYS.FIL 
WPHBLP.FIL 

These files take up about 75K 
bytes. If you are using a sheet 
feeder, you will have to copy 
WPFEED.FIL, as well. 

WORDPERFECT will also store 
temporary overflow files on the 
ramdisk if you are working on a 
large document. Therefore, it 
should be at least lOOK. However, 
be sure to· -leave at least JOOK 
free memory for WP.EXE. You can 
use CHKDSK.COH from your DOS disk 
to check free memory after the 
ramdisk is installed • .... 

Number J./ 
The command to start WORDPERFECT~ 
is: WP/R/0-C: 

The /R loads WP.EXE completely 
into memory, and D-C: tells 
WORDPERFECT to find all necessary 
files on ramdisk C:. If your 
ramdisk is not c:, substitute the 
appropriate letter. 

As finishing touches, you can try 
these. Add the line BUPPBRS•lO, 
or 20, to your CONPIG.SYS file. 
This will speed up the loading of 
lar·ge programs. Write a batch 
file to do the copy-Ing to the 
r ·amdisk, or add this to the 
AUTOBXEC.BA~ file. Md the line 
SET WP=/R/D-C: to your 
AUTOBXBC.BAT file. Then, you can 
start WORDPERPECT with just WP and 
the options will be automatically 
invoked. 

For more information, consult the 
Installation and Appendices manual 
in your WORDPERFECT binder.

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DIFFERENCES BETWEEN TRACKBALL~AND 
HICE ARE ALL IN THE PALM OF YOUR 
HAND - (J.M. PC WBEK, 2-17-87) 

Flip over

your mouse, move its 
·your finger instead of 

across your desk, and 
you have a trackball. 

"The trackball ls nothing but an 
upside-down mouse," said Dick 
Ertman, an engineer with Lockheed 
in Burbank, calif. In fact, many 
users create their own trackballs 
by modifying mice." 

Despite vendors' marketing claims, 
trackballs are vi!ry si-milar to 
mice. "There's really no 
difference, they're about 99 
percent the same," said Michael 
Hart, a systems designer in 
Urbana, Illinois. 

Hice and trackballa are very 
similar mechanically and 
functionally. The naost obvious 
difference ls the loeation of the 
ball, which ls on the bottom of 
the mouse and on the top of a 
trackball. 

To position a cursor on a PC 
screen, you roll a plastic ball 
with your fingertip-or wrist. To 
execute commands, you simply press 
the buttons, much as you would on 
a mouse. 

A trackball is actually an optical 
encoder. This encoder transmits 
different digital signals for an X 
and Y axis. Trackballs connect to 
PCs in one of two ways: by being 
plugged into the keyboard 
connector or into an RS-232C port. 
Like mice, trackballs vary in size 
and capabilities, but most are 
about the size of a standard desk 
calculator, and can be mounted on 
either side of a keyboard. 

' PCjr NEWSLETTER 
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The ball itself ls 2 inches in 
diameter and made of non-porous 
phenolic resin, a super-hard 
substance ·used for bowling balls. 
The entire unit sits atop four 
rubber feet. Some trackballs 
feature fast-spin and slow-spin

programmable. Some trackballs 
also use a •tap code." A user 
might tap once for menu, twice to 
draw a line, and. three times to 
erase. Additionally, many 
trackballs protect against 
accidental entry or erasure of 
data.

A. The most frequent cause is the 
user trying to save a file onto an 
unformatted diskette. If you had 
forgotten to format the diskette 
prior to doing your word 
processing or whatever, then you 
have lost it if you cannot find a 
place to save it. A way around 
losing all your work, is to remove 
the write protect tab from your 
program diskette and save the file 
on the program diskette. After 
saving the file on the program 
diskette, exit the program and 
immediately format a diskette. 
Now copy the file from the program 
diskette onto the newly formatted 
diskette using the COPY command. 
Now that you have recovered, try 
to prevent this from happening 
again. Take ALL of your 
unformatted diskettes and format 
them. A good rule of thumb is to 
format all the diskettes in a box 
when you open it and put labels on 
all of them. This label can be 
anything that will identify them 
as formatted, i.e., ready to use,

Junior's Sockets Easily Damaged! 
Hy column has been "down" for a 
while, and so have I, because my 
Junior was in for r~pairs. one of 
them is preventlble and· I thought 
you would like to know about it. 

The connector sockets in the back 
of the ·PCjr look fairly sturdy. 
They aren't! The plastic 
separator, between the keyboard 
cable plug-in and the light pen 
plug-in, cracked because of the 
constant tug to the left by my 
keyboaYd cable. This bent the 
small brass pins to the leit as 
well. 

Occasionally, we disconnect the 
keyboard cable, to my KeyTronlc 
5151Jr keyboard, in order to use 
the standard PCjr keyboard. 
Recently, on attempting to 
reconnect the cable, I bent the 
brass pins. I tried to gently 
straighten the pins back, but two 
of them broke off. Unfortunately, 
the pins and their sockets are an 
integral part of the mother board, 
and therefore, are a costly item 
to replace. The mother board 
costs almost as much as a whole 
new PCjrl 

Luckily, Del Shuck of Eugene 
Coaputer Repair was willing to 
fuss with my Junior and was able 
to solder in new pins. (Repair 
charge was $40). But the broken 
plastic separator cannot be fixed. 

I now have a less portable, but 
functional, PCjr. I have tied 
down all the cables to a wooden 
board using small nylon straps 
from the electrical department of 
a local hardware store. There is 
no lateral stress on the sockets 
now, and we are very careful 
anytime we insert or remove 
cables. 
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The costly lesson for me: Bewaret 
The PCjr keyboard may have been 
designed to be virtually 
indestructible, but the socket 
connectors certainly are not! 

At last December's monthly Eugene 
PCjr Club meeting, I demonstrated 
PC-TOOLS by Central · Point 
Software. But I didn't have a 
chance to follow up with· an 
overview of it for the Newsletter, 
until now. 

PC-TOOLS is a "resident DOS 
utility." This aeans that it ls a 
program which is loaded into 
memory when the computer la 
started up. It can also be non­
resident, if you want. PC-TOOLS 
is available anytime you need it. 
Gone ls the ·necessity to exit your 
program just to format a disk, 
backup, or delete files. It "1>ops 
up" during any program you are 
using just by pr~ssing the Ctrl 
and Bae keys. It is called a 
utility because it automates many 
of those functions you normally 
ask DOS to do. 

The essential differences between 
DOS and PC-TOOLS is that in PC­
TOOLS the DOS commands are 
selected fro• a menu instead of by 
having to enter commands at the 
DOS proapt. In terms of ease and 
convenience, that makes all the 
difference in the world. The 
program also has additional 
•tools• not available with DOS, 
such as "undeleting• £ilea that 
have been accidentally e~ased. It 
will also locate files, search for 
text, aap disk usage, view/edit 
disk sectorsi rearrange the 
directory listing of files, and 
much, much more. 

This handy program lists for 
$39.95, but is often discounted to 
around $20 from discount aail 
order businesses. 

.... 
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While there are several similar 
programs on the market, PC-TOOLS' 
main competition is NORTON 
UTILITIES. PC-WORLD magazine's 
August 1986 issue has this to say: 
"For half the price, PC-TOOLS 
provides most of the same 
utilities (along with a few 
extras) in · a fast, easy-to-use, 
and dependable package. All 
functions, from directory sorting 
to hard disk mapping, are 
accessible from a main menu, and 
you can hop from one utility to 
another with a single keyst1:oke. 
As a result, you don '-t·· have to run 
the ga,untlet of subsidiary menus 
inflicted by NORTON UTILITIES. 
Although, PC-1'00LS -doesn't quite 
equal the power of its 
inspiration, it isn't a cut-rate 
version. In speed aftd -ease-of-use 
categories, it beats NORTON hands 
down... • In the flnal analysis, 
its price, simplicity, and speed 
will sell PC-TOOLS. The program's 
concise and speedy menu system 
will save infrequent users 
valuable time and tempt hard-core 
NORTON addicts. If you don't need 
NORTON'S esoteric features but you 
do want to conserve time and 
money, place your bets with PC­
TOOLS." 

A few last comments: As with any 
program, it takes time to flesh 
out an understanding of how to use 
all the features of PC-TOOLS. It 
certainly is much more straight 
forward than learning DOS 
commands. (Almost anything except 
·Einstein's ·· -Theory of Relativity 
isl) 

I would like it better if it 
didn't take up so much memory 
(64K). It does not work as a 
resident program on anything less 
than a PCjr with 256K. And, it 
can give you a thirst for a 
machine with more memory than even 
640K, having all your programs in 
resident memory so they can pop up 
anytime you want. 
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But, all-in-all, it is a grea~ 
program with good performance and 
documentation. It is relatively 
easy to use and is forgiving of 
mistakes. I haven't had to call 
Central Point Software for 
questions, but understand from 
comments of others in the Club 
that they are very cooperative. 
For $20-$l0, you cantt beat itl 

A COMPUTE caution! If you like to 
use programs found in COHPUTEl 
magazine, there is one you should 
definitely stay away from. It is 
"Disk Fix", found in the January 
1987 magazine issue, and on the 
Nov/Dec/Jan COMPUTE! Disk. 

This was supposed to be a file 
recovery utility program. 
Instead, it scrambles the disk 
directory and leaves that disk 
unusable. Some f 1 le recovery 
program! The March 1987 issue of 
COMPUTEl, page 80, has suggestions 
for one possible way to unscramble 
those disks whoich get dataaged. 

However, DISK FIX is so flawed 
that COMPUTE! can't figure out how 
to rewrite it to work properly. 
so, don't use the prog-raml

Paul Somerson suggests another way 
of speeding up disk copying, by 
using RAMDISK. But he fails to 
mention that you need the right 
RAMDISK. The right RAMDISK is one 
that allows you to use the 
DISKCOPY A: B: where B ls the 
RAMDISK. For example, if I use 
the VDISK utility which ls part of 
DOS versio.n 3 .•. 1 and set up a 
RAMDISK the same size as our 
regular floppy, DOS will create a 
virtual disk c and everything 
seems to be fine. The exception 
is when I type DISKCOPY A: C:. 
All I get for my trouble is a very 
cryptic error message. On the 
other hand, the MEMDISK utility, 
provided with my memory expansion 
board from Tecmar, works 
flawlessly with DISKCOPY. 

The November/December issue of 
EXCHANGE contains an article which 
discusses the usage of RAMDISK but 
also fails to mention this 
particular feature. I agree, 
though, with its general 
conclusion which is that often the 
RAMDISKS are better than hard 
disks. But if RAMDISK is better 
than hard disk, then surely it 
will also be better than another 
floppy disk drive. This may be of 
interest for those of you who 
contemplate your Junior expansion 
by adding extra drives and/or 
extra memory. In my opinion, an 
additional (on top of the 128K) 
memory is much more desirable than 
an additional real disk drive.

A. Your problem may be no more 
serious than a loose connection. 
First, verify that the disk 
controller board is mounted £1-rraly 
in its expansion slot. Next, make 
sure that all power and data 
cables are making tight and secure 
connections. If that doesn't 
solve the problem, borrow a 
friend's controller card and mount 
it inside your PC. If the drives 
work with the new controller, have 
the old board serviced. If the 
drives refuse to function with the 
second controller, have a 
technician check out your PC. (PC
