This month on WNIB we are pleased to of-
fer a special daily series of programs in
celebration of the one hundredth birthday anniversary of
‘Willem Mengelberg, one of themost famous conductors of
all time, The series is produced especially for WNIB by

Don Tait, Bob Wolf, and Bill Holmes.
Willem Mengelberg, often described as one of the great

romantic conductors, was perhaps the last of a long line
of distinguished performers who excelled in an art of mu~
sical performance based upon personal, subjective stan-
dards. (Among the others were such hallowed names as
Gustav Mahler, Felix Mottl, and Artur Nikisch.) In his
approach to music, Mengelberg representedan era of mu-
sical interpretation which placed great emphasis upon the
artist's ability to capture the "mood of the moment" and
the fleeting wisps of emotion and romance which he felt.
In this regard he represented the antithesis of contempo-
rary standards of musical performance which find their
origininthemore or less strict objectivity of Arturo Tos~
canini,

1971

Today many of Mengelberg's per-
formances would be considered "old
fashioned,' '"mannered," and "self
indulgent” (terms which some critics
applied to his work even during his lifetime.) Yet we feel
that the recordings which we will feature during March pro-
vide something much more than that; they are a revealing
glimpse of the performance styles andmusical values of the
past as seen throughthe eyes of one of its most ardent and
individual spokesmen. Whilefew of our listeners will find
everything Mengelberg did exactly to their liking, fewer
still will be able to deny the eloquence, scope, and power
of his greatest recorded performances, performances
which to this day remain unique in the history of musical
interpretation on records.

The chronology of Willem Mengelberg's life can be out-
lined as follows:;

1871 Born March 28, in Utrecht, Holland, the son

of a Rhenish church architect.

Entered the Cologne Conservatory of Music
where, within three years, he received three
first prizes: in piano, composition, and con-
ducting. His professor was Franz Wuellner,
one of Beethoven's prizepupils, One of Men-
gelberg's classmates at the same school was
Frederich Stock, conductor of the Chicago
Symphony Orchestra for 37 years.

Appointed to the post of Music Director of
Lucerne, Switzerland,

October 24 - Gave his first concert as the
newly appointed Music Director of the Con~
certgebouw Orchestra in Amsterdam (playing
the Liszt Piano Concerto in Eb with Willem
Kes, the conductor he succeeded), Three
days later, Mengelberg gave hisfirst concert
as conductor of the orchestra he was to lead
for the next fifty years,

Mengelberg andhis orchestra participated at
the Norwegian Music Festival and were hailed
by Edvard Grieg as one of the finest ensembles
in the world,

1899 Gave the first performance of "Ein Heldenle-
ben'' by Richard Strauss, a work dedicated to
Mengelberg and the Concertgebouw Orchestra.

1908 Gustav Mahler invited by Mengelberg to Am-~
sterdam to conduct his own Third Symphony.
It was the beginning of a lifelong crusade by
Mengelberg on behalf of the greal composer.
In this same year Mengelberg organized a
Dutch Music Festival in Amsterdam and took
his orchestra to London to perform in a Fes-
tival of music by Richard Strauss,

1807 Accepted the position of Music Director of the
Museum Gessellschaft Concerts and Caecili-

en-VereinOratorio Cholr in Frankfurt in addi-
tion to his duties in Amsterdam.

1920 In celebration of his 25th anniversary as Mu-
sic Director of the Concerigebouw Orchestra,
Mengelberg organized a Mahler Festival in
Amsierdam where for the first time all of
Mahler's works were performed in nine suc-
cessive concerts,

1922 Gave a widely acclaimed Festival of French
Music in Amsterdam in which Ravel, Mil-
haud, and Roussel were invited to participate.

1924 Organized in Amsgterdam a Richard Strauss
Festival.

1928 JAwarded anbonorary doctorate degree by Co~
lumbia University inrecognition of his contri~
bution to American musgical life,

1935 Organized a Festival of Duteh Music upon the
oceasion of his 40thanniversary as Music Di-
rector of the Concertgebouw QOrchestra.

1938/9 1In celebrabion of the 50th Anniversary of the
founding of the Concertgebouw Orchestra,
Mengelberg commissioned and conducted the
world premiere performances of a number of
important works, Outstanding among these
were Bartok's '"Violin Concerto”, Casella's
“Concerto for Orchestra’, the "Peacock Var-
iations' by Kodaly, andHenk Bading's "Sym-
phonic Variations, "

18945 Following the Allied liberation, Mengelberg
became the center of controversy because of
his alleged sympathies during the German
oocupation and was barred from conducting
inHolland, thus ending fifty years as the Mu-
sic Director of the Concertgebouw Orchestra.

1951 Mengelberg diedonMarch 22, 1951, six days
before his 80th birthday and within months of
his planned return to Dutch musical life and
"his" orchestira in Amsterdam.

Within our {ribute to Mengelberg we will broadeast most
of the significant recordings which he made with three or-
chestras: the Berlin Philbarmonic Orchestra, the Phil-
harmonic Symphony Orchestra of New York, and the Con-
certgebouw Orchestra of Amsterdam, All of the selections
were trangferred to tape from Victor, Columbia, Odeon,
Decca, Supraphon, and Telefunken 78 rpm records which
were originally recorded between 1924and 1943,  In addi-
tion, we will present a number of Mengelberg's 'live’ con-
certperformances from the Concertgehouw during the 1938~
1340 season, recordedfrom Dulchbroadeast transceriptions
by Philips Records,
